We encourage you to ask your employer for a copy of their policy regard-
ing reimbursement of business expenses. There are not statutory
amounts set, but there are some generally accepted guidelines. ' a

Section 2802 of the California Labor Code requires employers to
reimburse employees for “necessary expenditures or losses” incurred
as a direct result of performing their jobs, so long as those costs are
“reasonable.” In most instances, expenses associated with voluntary
telecommuting arrangements (for the benefit of the employee) are not necessarily reimbursable because the employer is still providing the
necessary tools/equipment in the workplace, but the employee is choosing not to use it. That distinction is obviously not applicable if the
employer is requiring the work to be done remotely.

Long-standing interpretations of New York’s Labor Laws similarly expect employers to reimburse employees for reasonable expenses incurred
for the benefit of the employer.

Employers should be providing the equipment necessary for you to perform your work. When they do so, you are still entitled to the cost of
business expenses defined by Section 2802.

In the event you have your own equipment and you are willing to utilize it, the employer should be providing a box/rig rental to you. There are
not contractually required amounts associated with this requirement, but if you are in need of guidance, please reach out to a Field Rep. We
have compiled data to better enable the reps to assist you.

Payments for box/rig rentals can include the business expenses referenced above if that is part of the arrangement made. Otherwise, if you are
supplying the equipment and receiving a kit/rig rental fee that does not include the additional business expenses, you are still entitled to these.
